The Howard University Degree Completion Program (DCP) in Leadership Studies is a fully 
online, interdisciplinary degree completion program designed for adult learners who have been 
out of school for five or more years and have previously earned at least 60 college credits. 
Housed within the College of Arts and Sciences, the program prepares students to complete 
their undergraduate degree with a specialized focus on ethical, transformative leadership. 

Rooted in Howard’s legacy of social justice and academic excellence, the curriculum 
emphasizes leadership theory, critical thinking, community development, and public service.
